The hill where the castle was built is an 
ancient etruscan village.

First 
document 
proving the 
presence of a 
castle in Lari. 
Probably a 
wooden tower 
surrounded 
by a picket 
fence.

The noble Upezzinghi 
family rebels against 
the Pisa Republic, and 
take refuge in Lari.

The troups of Count Guido da Montefeltro, the 
captain of the Pisa War conquers the fortress. 
Lari becomes the head of the captain’s quarters 
of the inferior Pisa hills.

Lari remains the head of  the 
captain’s quarters until XV th 
century; a captain and 200 
soldiers live here.

Lari submits to 
the Florence 
government 
which replaces 
the Captain by 
the Vicars. The 
vicars represent 
the government, 
they change 
every six months 
and administer 
justice, set the 
tax and command 
the army.

Niccolò 
Piccinino’s 
troups occupy 
Lari, which 
returns to 
Pisa. Two years 
later, Florence 
re-establish its 
power in Lari.

New uprising, crushed by the Florentine troups, 
headed by Pier Capponi, after bloody battles.
New rebellion in 1496, but the Florentines keep 
Lari in their possession.

The vicars 
Gianfigliazzi 
and Capponi 
restore and 
reinforce 
the defense 
system.

Francesco da San 
Gallo projects 
new interferen-
ces. The Torment 
(torture) Room is 
decorated with 
affrescos.

The hill of the fortress 
is surrounded by a 
brick wall, a project by 
Antognacci.

The prisons 
are expanded.

The fortification surrounding 
the village square break 
down, and cause the death 
of the vicar’s family.

New restoration 
works. The Torment 
room’s dimensions 
are reduced.

Introduction of the 
current cell system of 
the prison. The vicars 
are replaced by the 
magistracy.

The ma-
gistracy is 
suppressed, 
and the castle 
becomes a 
private house 
until 1990.

Suppression
of the prison.

The restoration of the castle starts. 
The city of Lari, owner of the castle, 
with the help of volunteers, launches 
the guided visits.

Restoration works in the Castle 
and the Medieval village.
The paving stones of the village 
streets are restored, along with 
the 92 emblems of the Palazzo 
dei Cancellieri. XVI th century‘s 
affrescos are discovered, which 
launches the restoration of the 
structure, ended in 2008.
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
